What is Project FLOW?

Project FLOW (For the Love of Water), a program of Learning for a Sustainable Future, engages elementary and secondary students in experiential, hands-on projects that model responsible, active citizenship preparing students to be stewards of our water resources and engaging them in action that addresses local water issues and concerns.

Project FLOW is funded by RBC Blue Water project, and a portion of the Project FLOW Fund is dedicated to rural and aboriginal communities.
Who can apply?
· Teachers and students (K-12) that want to undertake an Action Project which addresses water issues.

How much funding is available?

1) Individual School Water Action Projects  - up to $500 per school ( 75% up front and the final 25% when you submit a final report and send in your pictures and videos)
2) Comprehensive Water Action Projects  - up to $3000 in funding for projects involving multiple schools. Contact Randall at randall@lsf-lst.ca or 1-877-250-8202 to discuss your ideas and request a Comprehensive Water application form.

When are applications due?
· Applications will be accepted up until November 1st, 2011. 

· Funding is limited.  
Funding Criteria: 

· Demonstrates that the project promotes student understanding of water issues;

· Integrates the environmental, economic and social dimensions of the water issue being explored;

· Provides meaningful and appropriate student engagement, ownership and action;

· Involves the wider school and local community;

· Meets the monitoring and reporting requirements.

Engagement of aboriginal/rural communities is encouraged.

Projects must be completed, and a final report, pictures and videos submitted, by May 1st, 2012 (email to randall@lsf-lst.ca). 

· Note: Teams that submit a video showcasing their action project will be eligible to win the 2012 Jack Layton Award for Youth Action in Sustainability. 


      Contributions will not be made towards the following:

· Projects completed before the application is reviewed; 

· Projects that directly benefit individuals or businesses.

· Food, gifts, teacher release time and salaries;

· Projects that spend more than 20% of the budget on capital equipment (e.g. furniture, infrastructure, low-flow faucets).
